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CHECK OUT THE NEIGHBOURHOOD
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We love it when people come to visit and we want them 
to stay forever, but we really like our neighbourhood too, 
so we’d like you to check it out while you’re here, because 
there are a lot of interesting things to see and do. 

Shellharbour is located along the Grand Pacific Drive…a 
scenic 140km coastal drive that commences at the 
entrance of the Royal National Park and meanders 
south through Wollongong and the coastal villages of 
Shellharbour and Kiama before ending at Shoalhaven. 

Follow the signs to assist in your scenic adventures.

Doing a lap of the neighbourhood along Tourist Drive 8 
(Illawarra Highway) will take you west of here, through 
Albion Park and the ruggedly beautiful Macquarie Pass 
National Park where you can stop to view the Cascades 
Waterfall before heading up to Robertson in the Southern 
Highlands. This place is known for its’ famous pie shop 
and antiques. It’s also where the film Babe was made. 

A short drive from here gets you to the spectacular 
Fitzroy Falls, a brilliant 230 metre high natural fountain of 
white water. A little further down the road and you’ll find 
yourself in the picture-postcard village of Kangaroo Valley 
surrounded by ruggedly beautiful mountains and bushland. 
It’s got a great pub with views of the valley and mountains.

Just out of the village is the historic Hamden Bridge with 
its imposing stone turrets, the oldest (and obviously built 
to last) suspension bridge in the state. Driving across it 
gives you a sense of the past and fantastic views of the 
river below. 

Heading south along the valley you come out at Bomaderry 
where you can cross the river into Nowra or head north 
through cute-as-a-button Berry and onto Kiama where you 
can get a spray from the famous Blow Hole. You’re then 
just a short drive back here, where you can enjoy another 
great meal and have another good night’s sleep. 

Tomorrow is another day and another adventure.

Shellharbour’s rich history and heritage 
is here for you to explore. From 
indigenous communities dating back 
many thousands of years to European 
settlement and rapid growth through 
land grants and agriculture. 

Indigenous occupation of the area, 
particularly of Bass Point, can be 
traced back to 17,000 BP. The local 
Aboriginal people are custodians of the 

Illawarra, and speak a variant of the 
Dharawal language. 

The Aboriginal name for Shellharbour 
has been recorded as both Yerrowah 
(meeting place), and Wonwin (place 
where there were big fish).

The first land grants issued in 
Shellharbour were 13,050 acres known 
as the Peterborough Estate (later named 
Shellharbour), and 2,000 acres known as 

the Terry’s Meadows Estate (later named 
Albion Park). These estates opened up 
the area to European settlement, with 
families coming here to work the land. 

Caroline Chisholm brought 23 families to 
settle at Shellharbour on clearing leases 
in 1843, this allowed settlers to live on 
the land rent free for six or seven years 
on the condition they clear the land of all 
trees and scrub for future farming. 

Shellharbour’s history comes to life 
through the free Tread Shellharbour 
App. This App provides fascinating facts, 
history and heritage of some of the most 
interesting locations in Shellharbour.  

The App will guide you through the 
history of the towns of Shellharbour 
Village and Albion Park. Learn the 
significance of Windang Island, and the 
history of our beautiful coastal reserve 
of Killalea. For the art buffs, view the 

artworks along the Lake Illawarra Art 
Trail at Reddall Reserve.

Shellharbour City Museum offers free entry 
7 days per week and showcases fascinating 
artefacts, where you can learn more 
about our history. The Museum is located 
within the Shellharbour Civic Centre:
